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The players are challenged by 400 rules
questions divided into two categories from
beginner to expert, so that officials of all levels
can play. The questions vary greatly from
traditional play situations, to questions about
which rule deals with which situations to the
player having to give the right signal to
answer the question correctly. There are also
questions that force the
players to look at the rules
from a completely different
angle.

The tactical and strategic
aspects in the game make it
fun to play over and over again. Pre-shap
cards provide unpredictability keep the game
close right to the end.
